Criteria – Medicare card, Aboriginality.

Confirmation of Aboriginality will be accordance with Aboriginal Medical Services AMS’s and National Aboriginal Community Controlled Health Office (NACCHO) policies that will require patients to meet the 3 part definition:

Descent  (the individual can prove that parents are of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander descent) or:

Self identification (individuals identifying as an Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander) or:

Community recognition (the individual is accepted and has identified as such within the Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander community in which he/she lives)

All Aboriginal patients wanting to access Sydney Dental Hospital can phone the CALL CENTRE 9293 3333 or the number on the flyer and if Aboriginality is not confirmed at the call centre, then you will be referred to the Aboriginal Co-ordinator for confirmation of Aboriginality before appointment is made.  Confirmation of your Aboriginality by staff at the call centre will be assessed and or checked with your local AMS or local Aboriginal land councils.  

We are accepting all Aboriginal patients across NSW.
